At every stage, the design responded not just to the aesthetic brief
but to the emotional needs of the client—offering them a space where
they could reset away from the intensity of hospital life. In this way, the

bathroom becomes more than just a beautifully appointed room; it

becomes part of the home’s deeper story of balance and well-being.
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A subtle combination of materials—warm timber, polished stone,
and luminous tile—brings depth and movement without overwhelming

the senses.
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Soft, tonal materials were selected to reflect the quietude of Regency interiors while maintaining
a clean, contemporary sensibility. Walls are clad in dove-grey and putty hues, enriched by bespoke
wood panelling that nods to the home's heritage. The freestanding bath, perfectly nestled
beneath a sloped ceiling, becomes a sculptural focal point, while mural-style wallpaper depicting

herons in flight introduces a narrative of nature and stillness.

Vanity tops in composite stone are paired with marble-effect porcelain tiles that flow seamlessly
into the walk-in shower, where recessed niches provide subtle, integrated storage. Chrome-

framed mirrors and glass partitions enhance the room’s airy elegance, while lighting is carefully

curated to cast a soft, golden ambience throughout the space.
